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Georgia law requires parents or guardians who teach their children at home to submit to the Georgia Department of Education an annual
Declaration of Intent form. The Declaration must be submitted to the Georgia Department of Education within 30 days after establishment of
of a home study program and by September 1 annually thereafter.

The parent or guardian shall have the authority to execute any document required by law, rule, regulation, or policy to evidence the enroliment
of a child in a home study program, the student's full-time or part-time status, the students' grades, or any other required educational
information. This shall include, but not be limited to, documents for purposes of verification of attendance by the Department of Driver Services,
for the purposes set forth in subsection (a.1) of Code section 40-5-22, and documents required pursuant to Chapter 2 of Title 39 relating to
employment of minors, and any documents required to apply for the receipt of state or federal public assistance.
