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Overview: This document invites eligible Local Educational Agencies (LEAs) in Georgia (see Appendix C for a 

list of eligible LEAs) to apply for Title II-D “Instructional Technology Enhanced Environment” Grant for Fiscal 

Year (FY) 2007 and provides these potential applicants with detailed information about the competitive process. 

Each eligible LEA is allowed to make one application for one eligible school in its system.  
 

The grants are designed to help each recipient implement 21st Century learning environments in a minimum of five 

classrooms or instructional areas in one middle school or high school in the eligible district and provide extensive 

professional development for the leadership team and the classroom teachers over a two year period of time.  The 

five grant classrooms must be connected in some manner.  The LEA may select grant classrooms that are connected 

by common curriculum area, grade level, common teacher planning teams, etc.  The criteria for the connection 

between the classrooms may be established by the LEA but must be clearly defined in the grant proposal. 

If funded, LEAs must agree to (1) deploy 21st Century learning environments in a minimum of 5 classrooms or 

instructional areas in one building; (2) designate five or more teachers who will implement the 21st Century learning 

environment in his or her classroom; (3) provide each designated classroom with the following equipment  

(a) mounted interactive whiteboard (or equivalent device);  

(b) mounted LCD projector;  

(c) teacher laptop or tablet;  

(d) Student response/voting system;  

(e) a minimum of 5 student laptops or tablets per classroom.  The LEA may  combine the 5 classrooms of laptops or 

tablets to make a moveable wireless cart that is to be used solely by the designated grant classrooms on a shared 

basis.  The LEA must provide an appropriate number of wireless access points to support the laptop cart.  There 

should be one access point for every 8 laptops on the cart; 

(4) provide the electrical wiring to the point of installation for the mounted interactive whiteboard and LCD 

projector; 

(5) designate a building level administrator in charge of instruction and a tech coordinator to support the project; and  

(6) agree that the leadership team (the designated classroom teachers, the building-level administrator, and the 

technology coordinator) will complete the required professional development offered through the Educational 

Technology Training Centers (ETTCs).  (See Appendix A for an overview of the professional learning 

requirements.)  

To assist LEAs in meeting these required objectives, the grant will provide $96,250.00 to each LEA for the 

following:  

$24,062.50 for Professional Learning (Function 2210):  As required under Title II, Part D, Sec. 2416, at least 25% 

of the awarded grant funds must be used to provide ongoing, sustained, and intensive, high-quality professional 

development.  For this grant, this professional development requirement must be fulfilled through the required 

professional learning sequence provided by Georgia’s ETTCs in order to ensure a consistent delivery of content and 

to foster a statewide learning community centered around establishing and maintaining 21st Century learning 

environments.  The cost for the Instructional Technology Enhanced Environment professional development learning 

sequence will be $1,200 per person for the first year of the grant (07-08 school year) and $1,200 per person for the 

second year of the grant (08-09 school year).  All professional development funds will be paid to the ETTC during 

the ’07-08 school year.   
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Five (5) Professional Learning Units (PLUs) may be earned per year by each participant completing the sequence.  

The leadership team (the building level administrator in charge of instruction, the designated grant teachers, and a 

technology coordinator) is required to attend.   

In addition to the formal professional development sequence, the LEA recipients will also be required to contract 

with the local ETTC to serve as instructional & technical coaches to provide at least 100 hours of onsite instructional 

support and onsite technical support for the project.  The coaching services will be charged at $50/hr.  It is 

recommended that the LEA receive 80 hours of instructional coaching and 20 hours of technical coaching. However, 

the 100 hours may be used as needed as long as the LEA meets the 100 hours of coaching support with its local 

ETTC.   

The remainder of the professional learning funds may be spent at the discretion of the LEA but must be spent to 

directly support the grant classrooms and teachers at the selected school.  With the remaining funds, LEAs may 

choose to send additional participants to the professional learning sequence or to contract with their ETTC for 

additional onsite support/customized training. They may also choose to support local professional learning activities 

or professional learning from other out-of-system sources.  Remaining funds may be used to support stipends for 

participating teachers to attend required professional learning activities related to the grant.   

$35,000 for Instructional Technology Enhanced Environment Equipment (Function 1000):  The grant will 

provide approximately $7,000.00 per classroom to equipment at a minimum five classrooms with 21st Century 

teaching and learning tools.  Grant funds will be expended to provide the following equipment for designated 

classrooms: 

 Mounted Interactive Whiteboard (or similar interactive technology) 

 Mounted LCD Projector 

 Student Response/Voting System (Minimum of two sets for the five classrooms to share) 

 Teacher laptop/tablet 

Awarded LEAs will select the equipment to be purchased as long as it is based on the minimum hardware 

specifications that are provided in Appendix B.  Additionally, all hardware purchases are to be made in conjunction 

with an ETTC to gain quantity discount pricing.  If the cost of equipping the five designated grant classrooms is less 

than $35,000, remaining funds may be used to bring additional classrooms into the grant project or may be diverted 

to student equipment purchases. If the school already has the 21st century equipment in their five grant classrooms, 

additional 21st century tools such as digital cameras, document cameras, probes, graphing calculators, etc may be 

purchased for the classrooms providing a waiver is obtained from GaDOE.  If the cost of the implementation of the 

five designated classrooms should exceed $35,000, the implementation will be scaled down as determined by the 

LEA and with the approval of the Georgia Department of Education (GaDOE) and coordinated with the local ETTC.   

 

If the awarded school already has established equipment as described above, funds must be used to document that 

the equipment meets the specifications and, if necessary, to bring the technology up to meet the minimum 

specifications as outlined in Appendix B. 

$37,187.50 for student classroom laptops/tablets (Function 1000):  The grant will provide at least $25,000 

toward the purchase of student classroom laptops/tablets for use in the five designated grant classrooms.  In addition, 

additional funds may be used to purchase a charging cart to create a classroom set of students’ computers for 

exclusive use in the designated grant classroom.  If LEAs already have equipment appropriate for this project, funds 

may be used to purchase student laptops/tablets for additional 21st Century classrooms in the same school however a 

waiver for these purchases must be obtained by the GaDOE. If the school already has 21st century equipment in their 

five grant classrooms, additional 21st century tools such as digital cameras, document cameras, probes, graphing 
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calculators, etc may be purchased for the classrooms providing a waiver is obtained from GaDOE.  If LEAs choose 

equipment for which cost exceeds available grant funds, it will be the LEA’s responsibility to provide the additional 

funds needed to purchase the required equipment.   

Grant funds may also be used to purchase wireless access points for the designated grant classrooms and/or wireless 

access points to accommodate the charging cart.  Wireless hardware purchases must be approved by the partnering 

ETTC. 

Grant funds may also be used to purchase non-laptop classroom technology and software, but it must be appropriate 

for the content area and grade levels of the designated grant classrooms and is solely dedicated for use in the 

designated grant classrooms.   

The LEA should work collaboratively with their ETTC to fully utilize their e-Rate funding to systemically support 

building the infrastructure and capacity to support the laptop/tablet usage for instructional purposes.   

Georgia’s Educational Technology Training Centers (ETTCs) will provide LEAs with assistance in writing grant 

proposals.  Contact your local ETTC for assistance in preparing an application for this grant.  (See Appendix H for a 

list of ETTCs.)  ETTCs will also provide guidance on equipment purchases and budget allocations.   

Grant proposals must be uploaded to Georgia’s Consolidated Application website (http://fp.doe.k12.ga.us) by 5:00 

P.M. on FRIDAY, FEBRUARY 16, 2007.  Each grant will be read and scored by five trained grant readers.  The 

GaDOE will ask the State Board of Education to approve awards on April 12, 2007.  The funding period will be 

April 12, 2007 - June 30, 2007, with a carry over period from July 1, 2007 - June 30, 2008.  The implementation 

period for this grant is for the 2007-08 school year and the 2008-09 school year.  Equipment purchases and 

installation are to be completed in year one with the professional development and on-going instructional/technical 

support spanning both school years. 

Purpose of the Program: According to ESEA legislation and US-ED Program Guidance, the primary goal of 

this program is to improve student academic achievement through the use of technology (see 

http://www.ed.gov/programs/edtech/guidance.doc and http://www.ed.gov/policy/elsec/leg/esea02/pg34.html#sec2401 . In 

Georgia, this grant will specifically address a statewide need to improve instruction to meet the needs of the 21st 

Century learner and impact overall student achievement.  The program will also: 

 assist every student – regardless of race, ethnicity, income, geographical location, or disability – in 

becoming technologically literate by the end of the eighth grade; 

 encourage the effective integration of technology resources and systems through professional development 

and curriculum development to promote research-based instructional methods that can be widely 

replicated;  

 increase the LEA’s capacity to design and implement program evaluation. 

Eligibility:  A list of eligible LEAs is published in Appendix C. A list of eligible schools in eligible LEAs is 

provided in Appendix D. 

 

No Child Left Behind (NCLB) mandates that the GaDOE set eligibility criteria for the Title II-D competitive grants 

to ensure that LEAs applying for funds are among those with the “highest needs” in the state. GaDOE’s criteria for 

determining “high need” eligibility for the FY07 competition are as follows. 

 

 

 

An LEA shall be considered “high need” if:

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1. The percentage of children in poverty residing in the LEA’s service area is above the state average of 

16.33% according to the 2002 US Census poverty data provided to GaDOE Title I programs, US-ED 

poverty data, http://www.doe.k12.ga.us/_documents/support/sss/Ga_poverty_data_2002.pdf. 

-AND- 

 

2. The LEA has one or more schools identified as Needs Improvement for one or more years according to the 

2006 Needs Improvement Report. 

-OR- 

3. The ratio of students to computers in the LEA’s service area is above the state average of 3.29 students to 

computers according to the 2005-2006 State Technology Inventory Survey.    

 

Award Criteria: 

 

Total Funding Amount: Up to $5.775 million is available for awards through this grant program in FY07.  

 

Award Amount: Awards will be $96,250.00 per individual school. Schools may apply for less than $96,250.00, 

but proposed budgets may not exceed that amount.  

 

Number of Awards: 60 

 

Funding Period: April 12, 2007 - June 30, 2007, with a carry over period from July 1, 2007 - June 30, 2008. 

Funds must be expended during the approved grant period and may not be expended or obligated prior to approval 

and the execution of a grant agreement between GaDOE and the LEA.  

 

Program Evaluation: 
GaDOE will coordinate the program evaluation in conjunction with the local ETTCs.  All applicants will be required 

to 

 complete a self-evaluation as outlined by GaDOE, 

 provide documentation on key outcomes and “promising practices,” 

 report on the impact of the project on student achievement and summarize outcomes, 

 complete data collection on participating students and classrooms.     

Additional data and classroom observations may be collected by third party evaluators.  All LEAs will be required to 

work with the evaluators to schedule site visits and provide classroom level student data as requested as outlined by 

the GaDOE.  A final report documenting the results will be required at the conclusion of the grant period.  The 

complete evaluation process will be presented to the awarded LEAs at the Program Orientation meeting, which is a 

component of the professional development. 

Allowable Activities:  GaDOE believes that powerful technology integration strategies cannot emerge without 

hands-on, “real-world” learning opportunities for students and teachers.  Technology is a powerful tool, but it is only 

a tool.  Effective teaching practices must first be in place before technology can be utilized to its fullest potential.  

Through the power of technology, learning can happen any time and anywhere.  Educators need to provide realistic 

and meaningful learning opportunities both in and outside the classroom. GaDOE believes that the 21st Century 

teacher can address student achievement improvement by effective utilization of teaching practices in conjunction 

with technologically enhanced environments. Allowable activities may include:

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 establishing or expanding initiatives, particularly initiatives involving public-private partnerships, designed 

to increase accessibility to technology for students and teachers, with special emphasis on accessibility for 

high-need schools;  

 adapting or expanding applications of technology to enable teachers to increase student academic 

achievement, including technology literacy 

o through the use of teaching practices that are based on the review of relevant research and 

designed to prepare students to meet the Georgia Performance Standards, particularly in reading 

and math, and  

o by the development and use of innovative distance-learning strategies to deliver specialized or 

rigorous academic courses and curricula to areas that would not otherwise have access to such 

courses and curricula;  

 using technology to connect teachers with parents and students in order to promote meaningful parental 

involvement and foster communication among students, parents, and teachers about curricula, assignments, 

and assessments and to help parents understand the technology being utilized in their children’s education 

so that they can reinforce at home the instruction received at school;  

 using technology to address the identified needs in the LEA school improvement plan; 

 preparing five or more teachers in schools as technology leaders who can serve as instructional coaches and 

mentors focusing on technology integration; 

 acquiring, adapting, expanding, implementing, repairing, and maintaining existing and new applications of 

technology to support school reform efforts and to improve student achievement, including technology 

literacy;  

 acquiring connectivity linkages, resources, and services (e.g., hardware and software, other electronically 

delivered learning materials, etc.) for use by students and school personnel to improve academic 

achievement.  

Technology Literacy Standards  

The portion of the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act known as 'Enhancing Education Through Technology Act of 

2001' (E2T2) has a goal: ―To assist every student in crossing the digital divide by ensuring that every student is 

technologically literate by the time the student finishes the eighth grade, regardless of the student's race, ethnicity, 

gender, family income, geographic location, or disability.‖ Therefore, based upon the curriculum area or areas being 

served, applicants will be required to describe within the grant application the evaluation method(s) that will be used 

to demonstrate their students’ technology literacy.   

Allowable Expenditures 
Only costs associated with implementing the GaDOE Title II-D “Instructional Technology Enhanced Environment” 

Grant will be approved.  Applicants should include in their budgets the costs for professional development fees, 

stipends, substitute pay, travel costs for attending professional learning activities, travel for required meetings, 

student technology assessment fees, online classes, and appropriate teacher and classroom hardware and software.   

Please refer to Appendix B to find minimum specifications for hardware/software. 
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Laptop/tablet computers for all participating teachers within the grant classrooms must be ordered by May 30, 2007, 

and delivered no later than July 15, 2007.  Installation of the classroom equipment must be completed prior to 

August 15, 2007. 

Other allowable expenditures may include, but are not limited to 

 interactive whiteboards, 

 student response/voting systems, 

 LCD projection devices 

 Student laptops/tablets 

 Laptop carts with wireless access points (8 laptops per access point) 

 other 21st Century classroom tools, such as digital cameras, document cameras, probes, graphing 

calculators, etc may be purchased for the classrooms  

Non-Allowable Expenditures 

The following are expenses not allowed, but should not be interpreted as an all-inclusive list.  Grant funds may not 

be used to  

 supplant existing positions, programs, or services (i.e., salaried positions),   

 purchase computers for a computer lab, 

 purchase software, equipment or services for classrooms outside of the grant classrooms, 

 purchasing furniture, desks, chairs or other classroom equipment that is not instructional technology in 

nature,  

 funds can not be obligated before the grant period and funds cannot be paid prior to any services being 

rendered. 

Consortia Applications:  Consortia applications are not allowed in this competition.  

Consultation Requirements: Equitable participation requirements in Subpart 1 of Part E of Title IX of the 

ESEA apply to the Ed Tech program. (See ESEA Section 9501(b)(1)). Therefore, LEAs and eligible local entities 

applying for Ed Tech funds must engage in timely and meaningful consultation with appropriate private school 

officials during the design and development of programs and continue the consultation throughout the 

implementation of these programs. The consultation should begin during the development of the local grant 

proposal.  

LEAs and local entities must provide, on an equitable basis, special educational services or other benefits that 

address the needs under the program of children, teachers, and other educational personnel in private schools in 

areas served by the LEAs and local entities. Expenditures for educational services and other benefits for private 

school children, teachers, and other educational personnel must be equal, taking into account the number and 

educational needs of the children to be served, to the expenditures for participating public school children.  
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Private schools will not be responsible for implementing an Instructional Technology Enhanced Environment as 

described in this proposal. Their expenditures, however, must be aligned with the goals and purposes of the Ed Tech 

program as outlined in the Title II-D legislation and guidance (http://www.ed.gov/programs/edtech/guidance.doc and 

http://www.ed.gov/policy/elsec/leg/esea02/pg34.html#sec2401). 

Required Application Components: To apply for this grant, grant proposals must be uploaded to Georgia’s 

Consolidated Application website (http://fp.doe.k12.ga.us) by 5:00 P.M. on FRIDAY, FEBRUARY 16, 2007 :

Required Narrative Sections: The following provides LEAs with the purpose and suggested content for each 

required narrative section.  

(A) Proposal Format (10 points):  The purpose of this section is to define the acceptable format for the grant 

proposal.  All of the required components must be contained in one and only ONE WORD document with a 

maximum of 20 pages.  Multiple documents uploaded to the Consolidated Apps will not be an acceptable 

format for the grant.  The proposal document should be in the following format and contain the following 

Appendices: 

 The document should begin with the cover sheet (Appendix E).  

 Each document page should contain a header with the name of the grant, district name, and school name; 

the footer should contain page number and the date. 

 All grant proposals should use Times Roman font, with font size of 10, and be single spaced. 

 The left and right margins should be one inch each. 

 The document should also contain the Assurance Form (Appendix F) and the Private School Form 

(Appendix G). 

 The ETTC sign-off Form (Appendix I) 

(B) Project Personnel (15 points): The purpose of this section is to describe who will comprise the leadership 

team and why.  Mandated roles include technical support, building-level administrator in charge of instruction, 

and at least one teacher from each participating classroom who will implement this project in his or her 

classroom.  Applicants may add additional members to the leadership team as necessary.  The purpose of this

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section is to explain why these personnel are uniquely capable/qualified to assume these roles. In determining 

the quality of this section, the following will be considered: 

 Evidence that a complete team of project personnel has been assembled.  

 The academic background of proposed project personnel, especially in the areas of curriculum/instruction 

(particularly in the identified academic need area), instructional technology, school improvement, and 

educational leadership.  

 The professional experience of proposed project personnel, especially in the areas of designing and 

delivering high-quality professional development, in managing grant programs, and in collaborating with 

external partners for the purposes of school improvement.  

 Evidence of past successes that can be attributed to proposed project personnel, especially in the areas of 

school improvement, professional development, and program management.  

 Evidence of how the grant teachers are connected through common curriculum, common grade level, 

common planning time, to build capacity for a “learning community” among the grant teachers. 

(C) Critical Academic Need in a Core Area (10 points):  In this section, LEAs will describe the current 

academic and technology literacy needs that will be addressed by this grant.  Competitive preference will be 

given to proposals that: 

 Clearly define and document the academic need in core academic area(s) using well-established data 

sources and trend data over time.   

 Document academic needs that are “critical” (below state averages, keeping schools from making 

adequate yearly progress, or keeping schools on “needs improvement” lists.) 

 Document academic needs in terms consistent with Georgia’s Performance Standards  

(D) Critical Technology Need (10 points):  This section describes the LEAs need for technology enhanced 

environments.  The LEAs will outline their technology budgets/expenditures over the past three years to show 

their high need for technology funding. 

(E) Current Instructional Context and Needs Assessment (10 points): In this section LEAs will (1) describe the 

current instructional and technical context of the school; (2) compare it to where the school would like to be in 

the future; (3) determine what the school needs to move in the desired direction; and (4) clearly state how this 

grant will help them move toward their goals. In rating this section, the following will be considered:   

 The LEA’s ability to provide a complete and credible portrait of teachers’ content knowledge, current 

instructional practices, technology access, and technology use. 

 The LEA’s ability to analyze the gap between current realities in the school system and research/best 

practices; and their ability to establish a concrete action plan to move the system forward.  

 Evidence that grant goals are aligned to the LEA’s school improvement plan.  

 A commitment by the applicant to address specific learning goals, the Georgia Performance Standards, 

and authentic, engaging instruction for their students.   

(F) System Support for Grant (10 points): This section describes the willingness of project staff, administrators, 

and teachers to engage in this type of instructional change and technology deployment. LEAs will also describe 

what types of specific system supports are currently in place that will assist them in fully implementing the 

grant, or what types of system supports they will enact to support the grant teachers and the grant program. This 

section should also describe how the LEA will provide the necessary electrical wiring for the interactive 

whiteboard and projector. A discussion of in-kind contributions is appropriate in this section. 

(G) Local Implementation Plan (30 points): The purpose of this section is to establish how the LEA will use the 

required equipment?  How will implementation of this grant coincide with the implementation of the schools 

Needs Improvement plan?  What types of activities will happen in classrooms? How will the participating 

teachers work collaboratively as a team? How are they aligned to research and best practices? How will 

classroom activities be motivating, rigorous, and beneficial for students?  Preference will be given to proposals 

that:   

 Specify specific curriculum resources, including software and online resources that will be made 

available to the grant teachers and students.  

 Align to the Georgia Performance Standards 
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 Align to research and best-practice models of inquiry-based, project-based, or engaged learning. 

 Specific examples of how the instruction occurring in the grant classrooms will be connected either 

through planning, curriculum or grade level 

 Alignment of grant activities to Needs Improvement Plan 

(H) Evaluation Plan (10 points):  In this section, the LEA will outline how they will evaluate progress toward 

research-based instructional practices, using technology effectively for teaching and learning, improving 

students’ technology literacy, and academic performance in critical need areas.  Competitive preference will be 

given to proposals that provide:  

 A description of the steps and process for assessing your success in implementing the funded project. 

 A description of specific measures to evaluate the extent to which the project increases the integration 

of technology into instructional practices. 

 A description of the specific criteria used to measure the impact of the project on student achievement. 

At a minimum, CRCT or EOCT data submitted for 2006-2007, 2007-2008, and 2008-2009 for the 

participating teachers/classrooms. 

 A description of the evaluation method(s) that will be used to demonstrate their students’ technology 

literacy. 

 A timeline for completing the implementation of the project and the evaluation steps.  

Both teacher and student data should be considered.  

(I) Dissemination Plan (10 points): This section will include an explanation of what LEAs expect to learn from 

participating in this grant; how they will use this information/increased capacity locally in the future; and how 

they will share what they have learned with others. Dissemination plans with the following qualities will receive 

competitive priority:  

 Clear descriptions of what the LEA hopes to gain from participating in this grant program 

 Specific plans to share and use that acquired knowledge locally in the future 

 Specific plans to share what is learned with others beyond the LEA 

 Strong focus on disseminating information that will improve student achievement 

 Evidence of targeting specific audiences 

 Plans to develop specific, usable products that would be useful to others 

 The use of technology to aid dissemination activities 

 A dissemination plan that benefits a broad audience and a variety of stakeholders. 

 High probability that others would respond to the LEAs dissemination plan 

Budget Forms: Budget forms will not be a component of the competitive proposal. LEAs can indicate how each 

required activity will be funded in the Local Management Plan. Budgets will be required after awards are made.  

Other Scoring Components:  In addition to the 115 points awarded for required narrative sections, readers 

will also be asked to provide a holistic score of up to 10 points based on the overall quality of the application and the 

likelihood that the LEA applicant has the capacity to ensure high-quality implementation and data collection for a 

grand total of 125 possible points.  

Interviews: The GaDOE and members of the review team also reserve the right to interview proposed LEA 

project personnel in order to verify application information.  Competitive points will be aligned with the narrative 

requirements.

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Appendix B:  Minimum Hardware Specifications 
 

The following are minimum specifications for interactive white boards in all grants 

classrooms: 
1. Active area dimensions:  

a.  64‖ x 40‖ with a minimum 75‖ Active Diagonal Area.  

i. Classrooms with existing interactive white boards must request approval of 

technology in lieu of installing new boards during a site survey conducted by a local 

Educational Technology Training Center. Classrooms with technology that does not 

meet additional minimum requirements, or that is obsolete, must be updated. 

2. Software: 

a. Interactive white board should include a software package for ease of classroom integration at 

no additional cost.  

3. Computer Requirements: 

a. Interactive white board manufacturers minimum specifications should align with minimum 

specifications for computers detailed in this grant guidance (see Appendix B, page 13 of the 

grant guidance). 

b. Connection to Computer:  

i. USB, Bluetooth, or Serial. 

4. Placement of Board: 

a. All interactive boards should be mounted as a focal point of the classroom. Placement of 

boards should be approved during a site survey conducted by a local Educational Technology 

Training Center.  

b. All interactive boards should be wall mounted using the minimum manufacturer’s 

recommendations. Special consideration, however, should be given to a custom mounting to 

accommodate for student-grade-level appropriateness as well as teacher height (as determined 

during a site survey conducted by a local Educational Technology Training Center) 

5. Additional Requirements and Considerations: 

a. Sound: 

i. All interactive boards should include a sound package or external speakers in 

addition to any sound provided by a projection system. External Speakers sold by or 

suggested for use by the manufacturer of the interactive board are recommended.  

b. Student Response System: 

i. All classrooms will have access to a student response /voting system for use with the 

interactive white board with a student to response/voting device ratio of 1:1. It is 

recommended that each grant classroom be equipped with a student response/voting 

system. A minimum of two classroom sets is required per grant team. 

ii. Response systems may or may not be produced by the manufacturer of the 

interactive white board.  

c. Projection System: 

i. It is recommended that all interactive white boards and projection systems be 

purchased from and/or mounted by the vendor supplying and installing the 

interactive white board.  

 

The following are minimum specifications for LCD projectors in all grants classrooms: 
 

1. Display (Native) Resolution: XGA (1024 x 768) 

2. Brightness: 2000 ANSI Lumens 

3. Contrast Ratio: 600:1 
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4. Aspect ratio: should be 4:3 or 16:9 depending on the board being purchased 

5. Projectors should have a zoom lens, focus, keystone correction, and shift functionality 

6. Installation Orientation: Ceiling/Front, Ceiling/Rear 

7. Environments: Windows and Mac Compatible 

8. Mounted from Ceiling and aligned with Interactive white board. 

 
 

Projector(s) should have the minimum specifications and should be a ceiling grade projector and not a portable 

projector. It is recommended that the projector(s) be well-matched with interactive whiteboard use. 

 

 

The following are minimum specifications for laptops/tablets in all grants classrooms: 

Spring 2007 Minimum Hardware Recommendations  

Laptop Recommendation  

Laptop computers fall into the following categories: Ultra light, Economy, Desktop Replacement, High  

Performance, and Tablet. Determine the component specifications to your usage requirements. 

 Ultra light laptops lack some features and may require a docking port for extended use.  

 Economy laptops may not have adequate battery capacity for extended use and may lack features such as 

processor performance/efficiency, hot swap module bays and built-in wireless networking.  

 Desktop Replacement laptops include items such as hot swap module bays for additional storage drives, 

high performance batteries, and docking station/port connectors; but, when fully loaded with extras, may be 

excessive in weight.  

 High Performance laptops are costly, so carefully consider your need for the speed and/or the advanced 

features.  

 Tablet laptops recognize handwriting by use of a stylus on the tablet’s screen. A convertible tablet’s screen 

can be rotated to operate like a normal laptop or like a writing tablet and tends to be heavier. The slate 

tablet screen does not rotate and tends to be lighter. A hybrid slate may come with a detachable keyboard.  

 

Processor: 1.4 GHz mobile processor  

The Intel R Pentium R M processor and AMD AthlonTM XP-M processor conserve power and provide optimal 

performance at lower processor speeds. The Mobile Intel R Pentium R 4 and Mobile AMD AthlonTM 4 Processor 

have higher processor speeds but consume more power, thus reducing battery life.  

Memory: 512 MB Minimum – 1 Gig Recommended 

If possible, new systems should be configured so that open memory slots are available for future expansion.  

Hard Drive: 80 Gigabyte ATA 100, 4400 RPM  

Keyboard: 87 key US layout  

Laptop keyboards are designed to maximize functionality in the least amount of space. Their small size and flat 

surface are not ergonomic. You may consider purchasing a full-size ergonomic keyboard if you use the laptop as a 

desktop replacement. See Docking, below.  

Mouse: Track Stick or Touch Pad  
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Prolonged use of a track stick or touch pad may cause discomfort. You may consider the purchase of an ergonomic 

mouse.  

Warranty: 3 years parts and labor  

As appropriate, check for availability and cost of warranty extension beyond the third year. Laptops are delicate 

pieces of equipment. Look for a warranty that may offer extra accidental damage protection. An exceptional 

warranty protects for loss and theft.  

Operating System: Microsoft XP Professional (with Service Pack 2 and all critical updates), Windows Vista 

Video Out: External VGA port to connect to external monitor or projector  

An external VGA port permits the laptop to connect to an external monitor or projector.  

CD-RW: CD-RW 24/10/24 with buffer under-run protection  

A CD-RW DVD or CD-RW DVD Dual RW combo drive is optional. Buffer under-runs are the most common cause 

of failed CD burns.  

 

DVD Drive: 8X DVD  

A CD +-RW DVD or CD-RW DVD +-RW and -R combo drive is optional. Single layer DVD drives can store up to 

4.7G of data. Double layer DVD drives can store up to 8.5G of data. Consider purchasing a double layer DVD read 

write drive if higher capacity is needed.  

Sound Card: 16 bit 2 channel  

Front or side panel audio I 0 (input output) is recommended for lab, home, and office use. Laptops should be 

equipped with a microphone (audio input) and line out (speakers) jacks. Some audio cards provide additional 

channels to support surround sound.  

Legacy Ports: Serial Port  

Legacy ports such as parallel and PS2 ports are optional. Most new peripherals connect via USB ports but you may 

have a need for other ports based on the type of peripheral you plan to connect. For example, an old printer may 

require a parallel port and an old ergonomic keyboard or mouse may require a PS 2 port. If you plan to connect such 

devices to your new computer, make sure your new computer has the correct legacy port available.  

Ethernet: 10/100 w/ WOL (Wake on LAN)  

If your environment supports gigabit Ethernet speeds, consider purchasing a 10 100 1000 Ethernet card.  

PCMCIA or PC-Card Express: 1 Slot  

One PCMCIA slot will accommodate type I or type II PCMCIA cards.  

Battery: Lithium-ion  

Higher processor speeds, DVD players, and wireless connections accelerate battery consumption. Consider 

purchasing an extra battery and external charger if used away from a power source, such as a wall plug, for extended 

times.  

USB: USB 2.0 ports  

Wireless: 802.11 g compatible (recommended option). Built-in wireless G (minimum), ABG (preferred) , N 

(when available) 

The wireless networks should support 802.llb. Some locations support 802.11g. Common home wireless routers 

support 802.llb and 802.11g.  Since 802.11g is backwards compatible with b, upgrades paths are generally less 

expensive.  

Floppy Drive: Standard (optional)  

3 1 2‖ floppy drive is optional 

MiniPCI: (optional)  

MiniPCI slot provides expansion for devices such as wireless cards.  

Docking: (optional)  

If the laptop is used to replace a desktop computer, consider purchasing a port selector or docking station. These 

devices permit convenient access to permanently connected peripherals such as keyboard, mouse, monitor, printer, 

and network. They may also provide additional module bays, expansion slots, and functionality.  

Module bay: (optional)  

Module bays provide convenient, flexible bay to swap components such as CD-Rom, DVD-Dual, CDRW, floppy, 

batteries, hard drive, etc.
