- Approximately 2,000 students took a parallelLexile test
prior to administration of the CRCT/GHSGT

. By matching these scores to performance on the
subsequent operational test, the relationship between
Lexilesand the CRCT/GHSGT was determined.

If tests are revised or if new test programs are
linked to the Lexile Framework, then it will be
necessary to conduct another research linking

study.
