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RE: Military Recruitment provisions of the “No Child Left Behind Act”

As you know, the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 requires that school districts receiving federal
funding provide student names, addresses, and phone numbers on request to the United States
military for recruiting purposes. In addition, schools must allow military recruiters the same access
to students as they do institutions of higher education and employers. At the same time, the law
requires that schools give students and parents the clear opportunity to opt-out of this information
release.

Accordingly, I am writing to remind you that students and parents must be notified annually that
this information may be released. This notice must comply with the notice provisions of the No
Child Left Behind Act (see below) which requires that districts provide both parents and students
the opportunity to exercise their right to opt-out of this information release.

o Students should be notified that parents, as well as students 18 or older, can choose
to withhold their contact information from recruiters without prior parental consent.

e Simple forms can be distributed for older students to fill out in class.

« Younger students should be given forms to bring home for their parents to review
and possibly sign.

« Forms and notices should be translated into other languages for members of
immigrant communities attending the schools in your district.
